“Bid specifications” means all documents requesting bid proposals for municipal solid waste collection services and recycling collection services contained herein.

“Certificate of insurance” means a document showing that an insurance policy has been written and includes a statement of the coverage of the policy.

“Collection site” means the location of waste containers on collection day.

“Collection source” means a generator of designed collected solid waste to whom service will be provided under the contract.

“Consent of surety” means a contract guaranteeing that if the contract is awarded, the surety will provide a performance bond.

“Construction materials” includes, but not limited to: sheetrock, plywood, roofing, wood, toilets, sinks, tile, etc.

“Contract” means the written agreement executed by and between the successful bidder and the governing body and shall include the bid proposal, and the bid specifications.

“Contract administrator” is the person authorized by the contracting unit to procure and administer contracts for solid waste and recyclable collection services.

“Contracting unit” means a municipality or any board, commission, committee, authority or agency, and which has administrative jurisdiction over any district other than a school district, project, or facility, included or operating in whole or in part, within the territorial boundaries of any county or municipality which exercise functions which are appropriate for the exercise by one or more units of local government, and which has statutory power to make purchases and enter into contracts or agreements for the performance of any work of the furnishing or hiring of any materials or supplies usually required, the costs or contract price of which is to be paid with or without public funds.

“Contractor” means the lowest responsible bidder to whom award of the contract shall be made.

“Designated Collected Recyclable Material” means: Commingled Recyclables/Single Stream, consisting of recyclable glass, aluminum, cans, plastics and papers, generally collected from residential recycling, as follows:

Recycling is governed by Chapter 212 of the Revised Ordinances of the Borough of High Bridge. 
“Designated collected solid waste” means solid waste types.  Designated collected solid waste shall not consist of recyclable materials, hazardous waste, construction materials or solid animal and vegetable wastes collected by swine producers licensed by the State Department of Agriculture to collect, prepare and feed such waste to swine on their own farms.

“Disposal facility” means those sites designated in the Hunterdon County Solid Waste Management Plan for use by the Borough of High Bridge. To the extent required by law, Contractor shall transport to and dispose of waste at the Hunterdon County Transfer Station ("the Station"), Petticoat Lane, Annandale, New Jersey 08801. If this provision is not enforceable, Contractor shall inform the Borough of High Bridge immediately of any change in where the waste is being allocated prior to transportation of any waste to any site other than the Station.

“Governing body” means the governing body of the municipality, when the contract or agreement is to be entered into by, or on behalf of a, municipality as further defined at N.J.A.C. 40A: 11-2.

“Holiday” means New Years Day, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving, and Christmas and any other holidays approved by the Borough of High Bridge Mayor and Council.  
“Legal newspaper” means the Hunterdon Democrat, the Express Times and the Star Ledger.

“Proposal forms” means those forms that must be used by all bidders to set forth the prices for services to be provided under the contract.

“Service Area” is the entire Borough of High Bridge with the exception of 81 Townhouses known as "Hilltop". These units are located on Indian Spring Lane, Sycamore Court and Chestnut Court. The single family homes on Michael Lane and Berrywood Lane are NOT part of "Hilltop" and therefore are INCLUDED in the service area.

“Surety” means a company that is duly certified to do business in the State of New Jersey and that is qualified to issue bonds in the amount and of the type and character required by these specifications.

The Borough has instituted a “sticker system” in an effort to reduce the amount of solid waste generated (thus reducing cost) and to increase/encourage recycling.   The Borough will issue 104 stickers per household. Each 50Lbs of solid waste (waste can, bag or bulky item) requires one sticker Additional stickers will be available for purchase at Borough Hall. *Bulky Items require a sticker; White Goods and Construction Waste are not to be accepted/hauled.
1.
The words "resident" or "residents" when used in Component 1 specifications shall mean and include people occupying all residential dwelling units in the Borough of High Bridge but excluding people occupying residential dwelling units using a communal dumpster. It is approximated that there are 1,397 residential dwelling units in which residents who are to be serviced by Contractor under Component 1 specifications reside; however, notwithstanding such approximation it is the Contractor's responsibility to determine the number of residents and dwelling units to be serviced hereunder. The 2010 Census lists 1478 housing units. We have deducted 81 units located at "Hilltop".  
2.
Residents shall place all waste in receptacles. Residents shall furnish the receptacles for the transportation of waste from dwelling units to Contractor's vehicles. Notwithstanding the aforementioned approximations of dwelling units, it is the Contractor's responsibility to determine the number of residents and dwelling units to be serviced hereunder.

THIS AGREEMENT, made the _______ day of _______________,2005 by and between the BOROUGH OF HIGH BRIDGE, a municipal Corporation of the State of New Jersey, with offices at 71 Main Street, High Bridge, New Jersey 08829 (hereafter referred to as "High Bridge" and

(hereinafter referred to as "Contractor).

WHEREAS, High Bridge advertised for bids for the recycling and garbage collection services pursuant to the Uniform Bid Specifications annexed and made a part hereof; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to such advertisement, bids were received by High Bridge, including a bid from Contractor, a copy of which is annexed as Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Borough Council of High Bridge have reviewed all of the bids submitted, determined that Contractor's bids on all components with respect to garbage collection and recycling annexed are lower than the bids of other bidders on such alternates, and that Contractor is a responsible bidder; and

WHEREAS, in awarding this contract the Borough has relied on the veracity of all the documentation submitted in connection with the bid of Contractor.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and warranties herein contained, the parties agree as follows:

1.
The recitals above set forth are true and are incorporated herein.

2.
Contractor shall do and perform all of the acts and things required to be done and performed by the Contractor as set forth in the annexed Uniform Bid Specifications, all documents required to be executed and delivered to High Bridge in connection with the Uniform Bid Specifications, all documents required to be executed and delivered to High Bridge in connection with this Contract, and all requirements of any applicable statute, law, regulation, or ordinance, including without limitation, the regulations established by the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection and set forth in Subchapter 6 of N.J.A.C. 7:26H, as the same may be amended from time to time. The term of this Contract shall be for three years commencing on December 1, 2008 and terminating on November 30, 2011.  

3.
High Bridge shall pay Contractor as and when required in the bid specifications as the sum of $________________ over the course of three (3) years, to be paid on the ___________ day of each month in equal monthly installments of $__________________.

4.
During the performance of this contract, the Contractor agrees as follows:

The Contractor or any subcontractor, where applicable, will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, sex, affectional or sexual orientation.

The Contractor or any subcontractor, where applicable, will take affirmative action to ensure that such applicants are recruited and employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, sex, affectional or sexual orientation. Such action shall include, but not be limited to the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the Public Agency Compliance Officer setting forth provisions of this nondiscrimination clause:

The Contractor or any subcontractor, where applicable, will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Contractor, state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, sex, affectional or sexual orientation.

The Contractor or any subcontractor, where applicable, will send to each labor union or representative or workers with which it has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding, a notice, to be provided by the agency contracting officer advising the labor union or workers' representative of the Contractor's commitments under this act and shall post copies of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment.

The Contractor or any subcontractor, where applicable, will comply with the regulations promulgated by the Treasurer pursuant to P.L. 1975, c. 127, as amended and supplemented from time to time and the Americans with Disabilities Act.

The Contractor or any subcontractor, where applicable, will attempt in good faith to employ minority and female workers consistent with the applicable county employment goals prescribed by N.J.A.C. 17:27-5.2 promulgated by the Treasurer pursuant to P.L. 1975, c. 127, as amended and supplemented from time to time or in accordance with binding determination of the applicable county employment goals determined by the Affirmative Action Office pursuant to N.J.A.C. 17:27-5.2 promulgated by the Treasurer pursuant to P.L. 1975, c. 127, as amended and supplemented from time to time.

The Contractor or any subcontractor, where applicable, will inform in writing appropriate recruitment agencies in the area, including employment agencies, placement bureaus, colleges, universities, labor unions, that it does not discriminate on the basis of age, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, sex, affectional or sexual orientation, and that it will discontinue the use of any recruitment agency which engages in direct or indirect discriminatory practices.

The contractor or subcontractor will revise any of its testing procedures, if necessary, to assure that all personnel testing conforms with the principles of job‑related testing, as established by the statutes and court decisions of the State of New Jersey and as established by applicable Federal law and applicable Federal court decisions.
The Contractor will review all procedures relating to transfer, upgrading, downgrading and layoff to ensure that all such actions are taken without regard to age, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, sex, affectional or sexual orientation, and conform with the applicable employment goals, consistent with the statutes and court decisions of the State of New Jersey, and applicable Federal law and applicable Federal court decisions.

The Contractor and its subcontractors, if any, shall furnish such reports or other documents to the Affirmative Action Office as may be requested by the office from time to time in order to carry out the purposes of these regulations, and public agencies shall furnish such information as may be requested by the Affirmative Action Office for conducting a compliance investigation pursuant to Subchapter 10 of the Administrative Code (N.J.A.C. 17:27).

The contract price shall be adjusted by the parties to reasonably reflect the Contractor's decreased or increased costs, if at any time during the term of this contract, Contractor's solid waste or recyclable materials disposal costs are increased or decreased due to (a) compliance with any order issued by the Department of Environmental Protection directing the solid waste or recyclables to be disposed at a facility other than the Disposal Facility; or (b) lawful increases in the rates, fees or charges imposed on the disposal of solid waste or recyclables at the Disposal Facility. In the event the parties are unable to mutually agree on a reasonable adjustment of the contract price, High Bridge shall have the right to declare the within contract null and void.

6.
High Bridge shall have the right to terminate this contract by sending written notice to the contractor eleven months after any anniversary date of the contract, and indicating that the contract will be voided for the ensuing contract year or years.

7.
It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to tour and inspect the Borough of High Bridge and familiarize himself with the area to be served under the terms of this Contract. No special consideration shall be given Contractor because of failure on his part to be knowledgeable of all conditions existing for collection of solid waste and recyclables in the Borough of High Bridge.

8.
In all references herein to any parties, persons, entities or corporations, the use of any particular gender, or the plural or singular number is intended to include the appropriate gender or number as the text of the within instrument may require.

9.
The Contractor shall not sublet or assign this contract in whole or in part without the prior written consent of High Bridge in each instance.

10.
No modifications or change of this Contract will be binding unless in writing and agreed upon between the parties.

During the contract term, Contractor shall maintain the following insurance with responsible insurance companies licensed to do business in the State of New Jersey and furnish certificates for such insurance at the time that the written contract is signed:

(a)
Workers compensation insurance, unlimited coverage, in accordance with New Jersey status for employer liability, not less than $3,000,000.

(b)
Comprehensive general and contractual liability insurance coverage, including personal liability, property, contractual liability, explosion, collapse and underground hazard coverage, and completed operations coverage for the term of the contract, bodily injury liability limits of $5,000,000 per person and liability limits of $5,000,000 each occurrence; and

(c)
Comprehensive automobile liability insurance coverage with bodily injury liability limits of $5,000,000 for injury to or death of one person and $5,000,000 each occurrence, and property damage in the amount of $2,000,000 each occurrence, or a combined single limit policy in an amount not less than $5,000,000 per occurrence.

The insurance certificate shall list the Borough of High Bridge as additional insured on the comprehensive general contractual liability, automobile liability, and any umbrella policies.

Each insurance policy shall contain a provision stating that neither the insured nor the insurer may cancel, materially change, or refuse renewal without thirty (30) days prior written notice to the Borough of High Bridge. Each insurance policy shall provide that neither the Contractor nor its insurer shall have any right to subrogation against the Mayor and Council of the Borough of High Bridge. Each insurance policy shall provide primary coverage for any and all losses.
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
