High Bridge Water Quality Update (March 2010)
Dear Neighbor, 

As promised in my November 30, 2009 correspondence, I will be providing you with updates to keep all informed as to the quality of the High Bridge drinking water.
You will recall the Borough had performed re-testing of the water from the site which yielded the highest lead level, as determined by the last regularly scheduled testing report. The Borough had also performed new testing at both of the Borough’s water supply wells.  As previously reported, the results of all three tests were significantly below the action level of 15.0 ppb for lead.  The results of the tests were as follows:

                                               Fairview Ave. Tank        0.13 ppb

                                               Greyrock Well                0.51 ppb

In February the Borough tested the drinking water at 40 sites throughout the Borough in accordance with the Safe Drinking Water Act.  Results from the increased testing has been received and reviewed, the Borough is compliant with all applicable Safe Drinking Water Act standards/requirements.  The residents/owners of all 40 test sites have been notified of their individual results.

The Borough will continue the testing of 40 sites during the upcoming July 2010 testing cycle.   
I will continue to provide you with the latest testing information as it becomes available.
