High Bridge Water Quality Update
Dear Neighbor, 

As promised in my November 30, 2009 correspondence, I will be providing you with updates to keep all informed as to the quality of the High Bridge drinking water.
Since my last writing the Borough has performed re-testing of the water from the site which yielded the highest lead level, as determined by the last regularly scheduled testing report. The Borough has also performed new testing at both of the Borough’s water supply wells.  I am happy to report the results of all three tests were significantly below the action level of 15.0 ppb for lead.  The results of the tests are as follows:

                                               Fairview Ave. Tank        0.13 ppb

                                               Greyrock Well                0.51 ppb

In January the Borough will begin increased testing for lead in drinking water in accordance with the Safe Drinking Water Act.  Results from the increased testing will help us determine if additional water treatment is necessary to safeguard against lead in drinking water.

I will continue to provide you with the latest testing information as it becomes available.
